The Holy Fathers of the First Ecumenical Council
On the Seventh Sunday after Pascha the Holy Church commemorates the
Holy Fathers of the First Ecumenical Council. This Council was convened
in 325 A.D. in the city of Nicea (today Iznik in Turkey, a source of popular
brilliant blue ceramics) by St. Constantine, Equal-to-the-Apostles, the
Emperor of Rome who stopped all persecution of the Faith of Christ and
made it the faith of his Empire.
It was at this council that the leaders of the Church compiled the Creed
that is recited at every Divine Liturgy. Actually, the Fathers dealt with the
first part of the Creed that speaks of the Person of Christ. The section on
the Holy Spirit, to the conclusion, was compiled at the 2" Council in the
year 381 at Constantinopol.
