¥ On the joyous occasion of the bright feast of Christ’s
Resurrection, Pascha, sincere greetings are extended to all
who worship with us today. May the joy of Pascha bring you
Peace and Contentment in your lives.

The Orthodox celebration of Easter (Pascha) is more than a
re-enactment of Christ’s Resurrection. Easter Matins and
Diving Liturgy celebrated together allow the faithful to
experience the “new creation” to enter mystically into the New Jerusalem
which shines eternally with the light of Christ, overcoming the darkness of this
mortal and sinful world.

The Priest’s vestments are the bright robes of the Resurrection. The Easter Icon
stands in the center of the church showing Christ destroying the gates of hell
and freeing Adam and Eve from death’s captivity. It is the image of Christ
“trampling down death with his death” which is proclaimed Christ is Risen!
Indeed, he is Risen!

The highlight of this liturgy is when the Priest reads the famous Pascal sermon
of St. John Chrysostom proclaiming that it is never too late, even at the 11th
hour, to abandon sin and join fully in celebrating the Resurrection of Christ.
The culminating point of the Liturgy, the celebration of the Eucharist, occurs
with the Royal Doors open and the curtain drawn back symbolizing the open
tomb and the supplanting of the Covenant of the old Testament by God’s new
covenant established by Christ’s blood on the cross.

Upon the conclusion of the Divine Liturgy, the Easter baskets are blessed
symbolizing the Resurrection and the promise of new life.

By your presence you indicate respect and adherence to the Holy Orthodox
Church. Holy Trinity Ukrainian Orthodox parish entwines the teachings of the
Orthodox Church with the rich cultural traditions of our Ukrainian founders.
In our active mission outreach to prospective members who are aftiliated with
the church but have not taken the step to becoming members we sincerely
invite you to actively participate with us and become members.
