Jesus offers that which responds to a 
spiritual thirst, a thirst for lasting happiness, a thirst for answers to our hard questions - 

a thirst for meaning. 

You have revealed the fishermen 
as most wise by sending down upon them the Holy Spirit. Through them You drew the 
world into Your net, O Lover of Man, Glory to You! 
KONDAKION - When the Most High came down and confused the tongues, He di-
vided the nations; But when he distributed the tongues of fire He called all to unity.
